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Introduction

This PHP script class calls a XML file from Finance Globe and displays credit card rates and fees on almost any webpage. The default settings update the feed on the server every 24 hours, so the content is almost always accessed locally, which reduces load time and increases reliability dramatically.
System Requirements:
· Ability to upload files and change permissions on a web server

· PHP installed on your server
Installation

1. Unzip the package to a specified local folder. A ZIP utility is required, such as WINZIP.

2. Upload all files to a remote web server in a directory of choice.

3. Within that directory, create a new folder called “cached”.

4. CHMOD the folder to 777 (view instructions)
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Usage
The files vertical.php or horizontal.php can be included in a webpage with a .shtml extension, or in a script that allows SSI. This can be done by placing the following code where you want the rates to appear: <!--#include virtual="/cardrates/vertical.php" -->
Additionally, the script can be called directly if SSI can not be implemented. If you do this, you should include head and body tags in the file for better optimization.

Troubleshooting

I get an error on my webpage when I view the script.
Depending on the error, here are the most known causes for errors: 1. The file was not called correctly with SSI, or the webpage does not end with “shtml” instead of “htm” or “html”. Ensure that the right path is defined and your extension is correct. 2. You did not place all of the files in the same directory. 3. The folder or file permission are not set correctly. Make sure the files are set to 755. 4. The code is modified from the original source. 5. You do not have PHP capabilities.

The feed is not caching/saving to the folder “cached”
Make sure that the folder you created on the server “cached” has permissions set to 777.
